It was replaced 
with a much larger institutional unit which was installed by our WA volunteers. The SIL 
hostels are a vital part of Bible translation because they house the middle and high 
school students while their parents are translating in their village allocations.  

Maintaining these important facilities is an on-going 
chore. The WA team worked tirelessly  and cheer-
fully to complete this project by the beginning of  
school term three.
